demonstrations of running system prototypes

artistic installations (possibly combined with an extended abstract).

The language of the conference is English.

All submissions will be peer-reviewed using a double-blind procedure, based on technical quality,
relevance, significance, and clarity. Accepted papers are published in the Springer LNICST series and
included in the SpringerLink online publication database.

Keynote Speakers
Prof. Dr. Kerstin Dautenhahn

Kerstin Dautenhahn pioneered research in robot social learning and imitation, and the study of
robots in autism therapy. She has published more than 200 research articles and made countless
media appearances promoting her scientific field. As such, she was of great influence to the field of
humanrobot personal relationships.

She is Professor of Artificial Intelligence in the School of Computer Science at University of
Hertfordshire, where she is coordinator of the Adaptive Systems Research Group. Her main areas of
research are Humarobot Interaction, Social Robotics, Socially Intelligent Agents and Artifigfal
Kerstin has authored and edited several books and frequently organizes international research
workshops and conferences. She is Editor in Chief of the journal Interaction Studies, and Associate
Editor of the journals Adaptive Behavior, the International Journal of Social Robotics, and IEEE
Transactions on Autonomoi¥ental Development
